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The number of credits must be at least 130credits ;

(1)Compulsory School-developed courses at least 29 credits in clade :

A. Basic general education courses (4 credits in Chinese Language, 2 credits in Multi-Narrative Application, 6 credits in English, 4 credits in
Physical Education).

B. Required general education courses (2 credits in Life Planning and Development, 1 credits in Campus Environment Maintenance).

C. Elective general education courses (2-4 credits each from Humanities and Arts, Social Sciences, Natural Sciences, and Creative
Interdisciplinary categories, for a total of 10 credits).

(2) College required courses and credits (17 credits), including 2 credits in Computational Logic and Program Application, 3 credits in
Economics, 3 credits in Accounting I, 1 credits in Introduction to Management, 2 credits in Management, 2 credits in Programming, 2 credits in
Second Foreign Language, and 2 credits in Artificial Intelligence Business Application.

(3) Department required courses: must be completed at least 34 credits.

(4) Specialization elective courses must be satisfied at least 50 credits, including a minimum of 25 credits in department-developed electives,
college-developed electives included. Specializations courses are excluded from the related general education courses. Credits from
interdisciplinary programs taken at the university may count towards professional electives according to the "Chihlee University of Technology
Credit Program Regulations."

(5) Only 2 credits from the Second Foreign Language course taken as a college elective will count towards department-specific professional
electives.

4. In the fourth year, there are off-campus internship elective courses, such as “Summer Internship” , “Accounting Practice Internship” , and
“Workplace Internship” . The maximum number of credits for graduation that can be counted toward off-campus internship courses is 6 credits.
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5. If students who come for Hong Kong, Macau, or other foreign countries, want to enroll in the first year of the four-year program of the
department under the qualification of equivalent academic competence, and earn high school diplomas as the second year of senior high school in
Taiwan, they must fulfill the total course credit requirements prescribed by the Department.
